1. Introduction – Welcome from Chair
2. Thank you and Farewell to Keith Rodgers and Dave Richardson –it was decided to put together a gift for KR and thank you letters/cards for both.

3. Minutes of the Meeting held on 9th August 2023
Accepted. Voted by KW and seconded by DG.

4. Matters arising from the minutes – 
(a) Co-opting of new Councillor Ann Stephenson
1 day short of election deadline so can’t co-opt at present. Shall we wait until next meeting to co-opt or hold an extraordinary meeting sooner. 
KW mentioned that we are quite vulnerable as only 3 councillors. 
DG would prefer to wait until next meeting. On hold for the time being.
(b) Blocked drains in Petersfinger Road and Marshmead
DG has checked Marshmead and they have been done. 

DG mentioned that New Petersfinger Road is not part of the Parish.
(c) Updated contacts for noticeboards
Actioned. Dave Richardson (ex-Councillor) has the key for the noticeboard in the property. Chair wishes to check if the house is empty or someone living there – discuss next meeting.

(d) Weed clearing in Marshmead
This was the responsibility of DR who has now resigned.  There is no update available.
(e) Litter in Park and Ride/MacDonalds
Not technically in our Parish. DG’s suggestion is to send a letter to Salisbury District Council to improve.

5. Report from our County Councillor and questions - Richard Britton not present

6. Pedestrian Crossing at junction of Petersfinger Road and New Petersfinger Road 
Richard Britton said he was going to look into that – but we have not been informed of any progress.
7. Debris on pavement heading in Salisbury by Houghton House – complaints from cyclists

Actually Hughenden Manor. Dave Barber often cycles to work and it is known as the worst section in Wiltshire. A36 comes under highways England. Is the pavement included? From a safety point of view, it would have to be cordoned off to cut down any trees Email Graham Axtell and highways.

8. Parish Steward Scheme- requests for action
DG – yes, Petersfinger Road and New Petersfinger Road on the corner to cut back the branches and extraneous growth back to face back to the fence line. 

End of lane, turning point - Additional overhanging – highways. Also, at the other end of Petersfinger Road to remove the leaves from the road.

9. Parish Documentation/Regulations

A. Code of Conduct

(a)  Reading and replying to emails – acknowledgement required.  Meeting deadlines for checking draft documents etc. Agreed.
(b) Sharing phone numbers

It occurred to Chair that she doesn’t have everyone’s phone number. KW doesn’t want her phone number made public DG agreed. Only for knowledge within group.

Emailed out a few months ago, DG thinks it needs a bit more meat on the bones. Chair has added links which DG feels should be inserted into the actual document to make it clearer. DG queried requirements for emails, KW mentioned tick to say read. Should we insert a read receipt? Chair asked if everyone was happy to do this. DG & KW agreed. KW is happy to sign the document. DG is happy to sign it but would prefer it in full. Chair will arrange to insert the links into one document to be uploaded to website. Signed by DG, KW & Chair.

Chair suggested Alderbury, It was agreed this matter to be discussed at a later meeting. 

10. Report on Noticeboards

DG has quotes from 3 companies for 

£2,628 for 2 boards notice board company, notice board company Cumbria £3674, supplied & installed. G View £1,634 – supply only

Approximate timescale from instruction 2 weeks. Graham Axtell Highways engineer is in agreement with siting’s, corner of Petersfinger Road, the other one at Marshmead Close. Graham would raise an order then it has to be done within 3 months. DG suggested a sight meeting to agree locations. All agreed. Preferred quote - £2,628 – all agreed. Can we use some of the CIL money? Check bank balance and CIL available.

11. Report from Flood Warden

DG recent high waters –opposite Clarendon Place. Meeting with Graham regarding flood store. Happy to have at the turning point, half way down Marshmead Close. Will need a highways order – cost approx. £100. Subject to DG being able to generate a report accepted by Environment Agency and Southern Electricity. DG can write Report but will need assistance regarding people who are vulnerable to flooding in the Parish. This will be an ongoing, slow-moving item.

12. Email distribution list for Parishioners 

Copy of electoral roll to be obtained. Chair questioned if it would be worthwhile to ask if people wanted to be kept up to date say via email with Parish Matters. This was discussed and GC noted the Data Protection Issues for which the council was most grateful. It was agreed that some way of sharing targeted information could be on ongoing discussion. 

It was suggested re this that additional quotes for noticeboards may be worthwhile. Quote for 6 A4, difference in price for 8 rather than 6 A4 spaces.

GC left at this point.
13. To agree the Alderbury Fountain Entry 
Chair will write in the next few days and disseminate for approval.

14. To discuss Community First 

Involves transport for people. Perhaps add to new Noticeboard.
